This term starts off with the topic ‘Tribal Tales’ which focuses on the Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age.

English





During the first half term, we will write both non-fiction and fiction pieces. 





Our key text this half term is ‘Stig of the Dump’ by Clive King. We will begin by writing a mixed genre text ‘All about Stigs’ whereby the children will use their knowledge of Stig’s character to create a leaflet all about him. 


We will then move onto writing a fiction piece whereby we write our own chapter for the book.

Grammar, punctuation and spelling will be taught discretely and through our daily English lessons. 





During the second half term we will be reading ‘Charlie and the Chocolate Factory’ by Roald Dahl as we move onto our second topic of the term ‘Scrumdiddlyumptious.’


The children will learn how to write persuasively and they will be designing adverts for their own Wonka invention. The children will also write instructions for their designs.

Please continue to read at home with your child and encourage a pleasure for reading. This is really important for your child’s learning and imagination. We will be continuing to use our ‘reading at home’ stamp chart in order for the children to record this. 


Spellings will continue to be tested each Friday so please ensure that your child practises these each week. They will be stuck in their reading record books. 





Maths





We will be continuing multiplication and division for the first few weeks of term, focussing on multiplying and dividing a 2-digit number with a 1-digit number. We will then move onto money, statistics, length, perimeter and fractions. 





A maths activity will be set each Friday to be completed by the following Friday. This will either be a worksheet or activity related to the current theme or online on Mathletics.  





The Mathletics website can be used as much as you wish in order to support and extend your child’s learning – they do not have to wait for a task to be set. Certificates will continue to be issued for those who have earned them.


We will continue to work on mental maths and problem solving skills so please continue to support your child with speedy recall of times tables. As a reminder, by the end of year 3 children need to be fluent in the 2, 5, 10, 4 and 8 times tables. We will do a weekly times table test every Friday with questions that also involve division. If your child needs practise with their times tables, they can access TT Rockstars at home, using their mathletics log in details. They can also practise times tables using purple mash with the ‘monster multiplication’ game.











Other subjects:





Science – Term 1 – Plants. We will be growing our very own broad beans and learning about germination.


                  Term 2 – Nutrition. We will be learning about the importance of staying fit and healthy





Jigsaw Theme (PSHE)- Dreams and Goals, Healthy Me. 





Computing – spreadsheets, touch typing and emailing (including emailing safely). 





Music – Term1 –Three little Birds by Bob Marely (reggae). Term 2 – The dragon song by Joanna Mangona and Pete Readman (a song about kindness and friendship). Children will learn to sing these songs and learn to use different instruments to accompany them. 





P.E this term will include one session with the PE coach whereby they practise different skills and apply them to games. Children will also have one swimming session per week. Both sessions will be on a Thursday morning. Children will also continue to learn French and RE with Mrs Lines on a Thursday morning. 


Please ensure your child has a PE kit in school at all times. This should include suitable footwear for indoor and outdoor activities. Please also include plain tracksuit bottoms or leggings for outdoor sessions.  Several pupils do not have the correct size pumps in their kits – please check with your child that they have safe footwear. All items should be named.
